Daniel	2:37–38-----You,	O	[King	[Nebuchadnezzar],	are	a	king	of	kings.	For	the	God	of	heaven	has	given	you	a	
kingdom,	power,	strength,	and	glory	…	He	has	…	made	you	ruler	over	them	all—you	are	this	head	of	gold.

Daniel	7:4-----The	first	was	like	a	lion,	and	had	eagle’s	wings.	I	watched	Vll	its	wings	were	plucked	off;	and	it	
was	liYed	up	from	the	earth	and	made	to	stand	on	two	feet	like	a	man,	and	a	man’s	heart	was	given	to	it.

Daniel	2:39a-----But	aYer	you	shall	arise	another	kingdom	inferior	to	yours…

Daniel	7:5-----And	suddenly	another	beast,	a	second,	like	a	bear.	It	was	raised	up	on	one	side,	and	
had	three	ribs	in	its	mouth	between	its	teeth.	And	they	said	thus	to	it:	“Arise,	devour	much	flesh!”

Daniel	2:39b-----...then	another,	a	third	kingdom	of	bronze,	which	shall	rule	over	all	the	earth.

Daniel	7:6-----AYer	this	I	looked,	and	there	was	another,	like	a	leopard,	which	had	on	its	back		
four	wings	of	a	bird.	The	beast	also	had	four	heads,	and	dominion	was	given	to	it.

Daniel	2:40-----And	the	fourth	kingdom	shall	be	as	strong	as	iron,	inasmuch	as	iron	breaks	in	pieces	and	
sha`ers	everything;	and	like	iron	that	crushes,	that	kingdom	will	break	in	pieces	and	crush	all	the	others.

Daniel	7:7–8-----AYer	this	I	saw	in	the	night	visions,	and	behold,	a	fourth	beast,	dreadful	and	terrible,	exceedingly	
strong.	It	had	huge	iron	teeth;	it	was	devouring,	breaking	in	pieces,	and	trampling	the	residue	with	its	feet.	It	was	
different	from	all	the	beasts	that	were	before	it,	and	it	had	ten	horns.	I	was	considering	the	horns,	and	there	was	
another	horn,	a	li`le	one,	coming	up	among	them,	before	whom	three	of	the	first	horns	were	plucked	out	by	the	
roots.	And	there,	in	this	horn,	were	eyes	like	the	eyes	of	a	man,	and	a	mouth	speaking	pompous	words.

Daniel	2:44-----And	in	the	days	of	these	kings	the	God	of	heaven	will	set	up	a	kingdom	which	shall	never	be	
destroyed;	and	the	kingdom	shall	not	be	leY	to	other	people;	it	shall	break	in	pieces	and	consume	all	these	
kingdoms,	and	it	shall	stand	forever.

Daniel	7:13–14-----I	was	watching	in	the	night	visions,	And	behold,	One	like	the	Son	of	Man,	Coming	with	the	
clouds	of	heaven!	He	came	to	the	Ancient	of	Days,	And	they	brought	Him	near	before	Him.	Then	to	Him	was	given	
dominion	and	glory	and	a	kingdom,	That	all	peoples,	naVons,	and	languages	should	serve	Him.	His	dominion	is	an	
everlasVng	dominion,	Which	shall	not	pass	away,	And	His	kingdom	the	one	Which	shall	not	be	destroyed.
